Together with
more than 41 thousand of our brothers
and sisters from Gaza, Aishenur Ezgi
Eigi, who was killed by the Israeli
occupying forces, will definitely be held
accountable to justice, and we will
definitely bring her to justice.”

President Erdogan thanked Chairman of
the Council of the Presidency of Bosnia
and Herzegovina Becirovic for the visit
and sent greetings to the fraternal people

of Bosnia and Herzegovina.

Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan said: "Our joint work with African countries in
areas such as diplomacy, economics, finance, security, defense, education and

health continues intensively:

inister Fidan made a statement to
the press after his contacts in Niger.

The press conference was also attended by
Minister of National Defense Yashar Guler,
Minister of Energy and Natural Resources
Alparslan Bayraktar, Director of the National
Intelligence Organization (MIT) Ibrahim Kalyn,
President of the Presidium of the Defense
Industry Haluk Gergun and Deputy Minister of
Trade Ozgur Volkan Agar.

Fidan said that they visited Niger with a
distinguished delegation and had very
productive meetings there.

"In line with our President's vision, our
partnership policy with Africa is becoming
more and more institutionalized every day. Our
joint work with African countries in areas such
as diplomacy, economics, finance, security,
defense, education and health continues
intensively," Fidan said and recalled that Turkey
has embassies in 44 of the 54 African countries.

Fidan stated that their historical relations with
Niger date back to the Ottoman period and that
in recent years they have been making intensive
efforts to put relations with Niger on a more
structural basis.

"By developing our relations with Africa, we are
carrying out activities that will be based on the
welfare and well-being of the peoples and our
brothers here. Peace, security and stability in
Africa are also among our priorities. In
particular, as you know; instability in the Sahel
region and the problem of terrorism are
becoming more chronic every day," Fidan said,
recalling that the Prime Minister and Minister of
Economy and Finance of Niger, Ali Mahaman
Lamine Zeine, visited Turkey in February.
Fidan said that President Recep Tayyip Erdogan
put forward his vision of bringing a strategic
perspective to bilateral relations, and in this
direction they had the opportunity to discuss
many issues with their interlocutors during a
visit to Niger with a distinguished delegation.

Stating that they discussed many issues,
including the fight against terrorism, education,
energy, health, trade, security and defense, Fidan
said that as part of the delegation they met with
Prime Minister Zeine and held bilateral
meetings with ministerial colleagues and heads
of institutions.

Fidan noted that they discussed in detail the
topics of foreign policy, security, defense, energy
and mining, economy and trade simultaneously
in three working groups, were received by the
President of Niger, Chairman of the National
Council for the Protection of the Homeland,
General Abdurahman Tiani, assessed the results
of the meeting and agreed to take a number of
joint steps.

Stating that Turkey pursues a policy of sharing
its experience in the fight against terrorism with
friendly countries, Fidan stressed that terrorism
is one of the main problems of Africans.

Fidan noted the following:

"As in Somalia, we discussed what can be done
in Niger to develop the defense industry and
intelligence capabilities in the fight against
terrorism. We also discussed what steps we will
take in the fight against terrorism, which is the

main source of instability in the Sahel region.

In the field of education and health, we assessed
how we could further carry out activities such as
scholarships for students. We also discussed the
development of cooperation on economic and
financial issues. We discussed various issues,
such as increasing the number of Turkish
investors, concluding contracts, and
strengthening the contractual base of trade.

We also had fruitful meetings in the field of
energy and mining. We decided to develop our
cooperation and increase investments. We will
monitor the decisions made on a systematic
basis. We will implement issues related to the
calendar in coordination with our relevant
ministries and departments. I hope that our visit
will be useful for both countries."

Niger attracts attention with its rich mineral
deposits

About 80 percent of the population of Niger,
which provides most of the fuel needs of nuclear
power plants in France and Europe and is the
seventh largest supplier of uranium in the world,
live without electricity.

Niger, the largest country in West Africa with an
area of about 1.27 million square kilometers, 80
percent of its territory is located in the Sahara
Desert.

Niger, bordered by Algeria to the northwest,
Libya to the northeast, Chad to the east, Nigeria
to the south, Benin and Burkina Faso to the
southwest and Mali to the west, got its name
from the Niger River.

The level of access to electricity is 19 percent

According to the World Nuclear Association
(WNA), Niger, which has the richest uranium
ore in Africa, produced 2,020 metric tons of
uranium in 2022.

Niger also ranks 7th in the list of the world's
largest uranium suppliers. Niger, which accounts
for 5 percent of the world's uranium supply, has
311,110 metric tons of uranium reserves.
France, which requires an average of 7,800
metric tons of natural uranium per year to
operate 56 reactors at 18 nuclear power plants,
has been buying uranium from its former
colony of Niger for almost 50 years.

On the other hand, according to the World
Bank, 19.5 percent of Niger's population has
access to electricity, while in rural areas this
figure drops to 7 percent.

Economic growth is coming with the longest
oil pipeline in Africa

Niger, which has thorium reserves of about
29,000 tons, has 69 small gold mines. Niger
produces an average of 2 tons of gold from these
mines each year.

Niger, which currently produces 20,000 barrels
of crude oil per day, uses this oil domestically
because it has no export channels.

Thanks to the Niger-Benin Export Pipeline
(PENB) project, which cost about $5 billion and
was completed in March, it aims to export crude
oil produced from southwest Niger through a
2,000-kilometer oil pipeline through the port of
Seme in neighboring Benin.

Thus, the landlocked Niger will be able to export
oil through Benin to the Atlantic coast. When
the project is fully implemented, the country is
expected to produce 110,000 barrels of crude oil
per day, of which 90,000 barrels will be
exported.

The project identified Niger's ability to produce
200,000 barrels of crude oil per day in 2026 as
the ultimate goal.

The International Monetary Fund (IMF) notes
that if Niger can produce 110,000 barrels of
crude oil per day, the country's economy could

grow by about 11 percent.

Despite the fact that the first symbolic
production within the framework of the longest
oil pipeline in Africa was carried out in April,
active oil production cannot yet be carried out
due to a border dispute between the two
countries.

5 strikes in 63 years

Niger has experienced 5 military coups since
gaining independence from France in 1960.

In Niger, in 1974, 1996, 1999, 2010 and most
recently last year, the Government fell into the
hands of the military.

Niger is looking for new ways on the
anniversary of the recent coup

The military administration, which came to
power on July 26, 2023, under the leadership of
General Abdurrahman Ciani, is trying to create
conditions for the political and economic
development of the country through new
alliances and relations, while severing almost all
ties with its Western allies.

The change of administration in Niger, which is
considered one of the West's closest allies in
Africa, has most affected relations with France.

Shortly after coming to power, the Chiani
administration ended military cooperation with
France on August 4, 2023, and on August 25
declared the French Ambassador to Niamey,
Sylvain Itte, "persona non grata."

After Itte left the country following the
diplomatic crisis, France closed its embassy in
Niamey on December 22, 2023 and withdrew its
1,500 troops stationed in the country.

The threat of military intervention by ECOWAS

On the other hand, the Economic Community
of West African States (ECOWAS), of which
Niger is a member, imposed a number of
sanctions against Niger after the coup, and
neighboring ECOWAS countries closed all their
borders to Niger.

Despite the fact that ECOWAS has repeatedly
called for the release of ousted leader
Mohammed Bazoum, who has been under
house arrest since the first day of the coup, and
for a return to constitutional order, it did not
receive the expected reaction from the military
administration.

While the leaders of the member states often
met on the coup agenda, mediation committees
consisting of clerics, former politicians and
opinion leaders also held talks with the military
administration.

Announcing that a military operation in Niger
could be launched in August 2023 due to the
failure of all attempts, ECOWAS instructed to
prepare the created reserve forces to respond to
crises.

Despite the fact that this ECOWAS directive for
some time had wide-ranging consequences not
only in regional but also in international public
opinion, the community did not carry out
military intervention in the affairs of Niger.

Russian instructors will train Nigerian troops in
the use of air defense systems supplied from
Moscow.

Turkey visited Niger with a very important
delegation. At the same time, Turkey will pay a
visit to the Confederation of Sahel States, which
was established by an agreement between Niger,
Mali and Burkina Faso on July 6, 2024. In this
context, the delegation that took part in the visit
included Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan,
Director of the National Intelligence
Organization Ibrahim Kalyn, Defense Minister
Yashar Guler, Minister of Energy and Natural
Resources Alparslan Bayraktar, President of the

Defense Industry Haluk Gergun and Deputy
Minister of Trade.

In January 2024, Niger's Prime Minister Ali
Mahaman Lamine Zeine visited Turkey at the
invitation of President Recep Tayyip Erdogan.
We can say that this visit is the beginning of a
new era in relations between Turkey and Niger.
A large delegation from Turkey was planning a
visit to Niger after the visit of Prime Minister
Zeine. This visit, which coincides with the
period after July 6, is very important both for
Niger and for other member States of the
Confederation.

Today, the positive dialogue between the two
countries is certainly a reflection of Turkey's
policy towards Africa. However, with the growth
of bilateral relations and cooperation in various
fields between Niger and Turkey, the fact that
they have gradually reached the level of strategic
partnership occupies an important place in
shaping today's positive dialogue.

What awaits Turkey and Niger?

Turkey is an important player with a strategic
presence in the Sahel region. As a matter of fact,
within the framework of strategic
transformations in the region, cooperation
between Niger and Turkey, a member of the
Confederation of Sahel States, in various fields
will contribute to further strengthening bilateral
relations. After the military events in the Sahel
last year, Niger and other members of the
Confederation went through a difficult time
under ECOWAS sanctions. During this difficult
period, the establishment of new economic and
trade relations with Turkey is considered
important for both sides.

A declaration of intent on oil and natural gas
has been signed between Turkey and Niger
Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan, Minister of
National Defense Yashar Guler, Minister of
Energy and Natural Resources Alparslan
Bayraktar, Director of the National Intelligence
Organization Ibrahim Kalyn, President of the
Defense Industry Haluk Gergun and Deputy
Minister of Trade Ozgur Volkan Agar
participated in the joint working meeting held in
Niamey under the chairmanship of the Prime
Minister of Niger Ali Mahamane Lamine Zein..
The Turkish delegation then met with the
President of Niger, Abdurrahmaneh Ciani.
Minister Bayraktar signed the "Declaration of
Intent on cooperation in the field of oil and
natural gas”, which provides for cooperation in
the field of oil and natural gas.

The signed declaration plans to intensify the
dialogue between the relevant institutions and
companies of the two countries. In this context,
it aims to support and encourage Turkish
companies to develop oil and gas fields in Niger.
The planned work will be carried out within a
certain calendar.

On the other hand, Minister Fidan also met
with Bakari Yau Sangare, Minister of Foreign
Affairs, Cooperation and Nigerians Living
Abroad, in the capital Niamey as part of his
contacts with Niger.

Azerbaijan and Armenia have agreed to exclude from

the peace treaty the clause on transport lines, including

the route connecting Nakhichevan.

he representative of the

President of Azerbaijan for

special assignments, Elchin
Amirbekov, in a statement to the
American broadcasting company Free
Europe, said that the issue of transport
lines, which is one of the contentious
issues between the parties, was
excluded from the draft text in order to
accelerate the signing of a peace
agreement.

Amirbekov noted that Azerbaijan and
Armenia can continue negotiations on
finding an acceptable formula for
creating a transport line between
Azerbaijan and Nakhchivan after

mutual agreement.
Badalyan also added that the effective

opening of transport routes continues
to be an important part of Armenia's
vision and agenda for peace and
economic development.

The issue of opening all transport lines
in the region, including the route that
will connect Azerbaijan with
Nakhchivan through Armenia and is
called the Zangezur Corridor, was
presented as one of the controversial
issues between the two countries in the
peace talks.

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President of Azerbaijan Aliyev
assessed regional and global events

Azerbaijani President Ilham Aliyev said that the participation of
the President of the Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus
(TRNC) Ersina Tatar at the informal summit of the Organization
of Turkic States (OTG), held in Shusha, is an important step
towards the recognition of the TRNC.

liyev spoke at the opening of a Global

media Forum dedicated to the topic

"Exposing false news: the fight against
disinformation," and answered the questions of
the participants, commenting on current events.

Speaking about the TRNC and OTG, Aliyev
congratulated on the 50th anniversary of the
peacekeeping operation in Cyprus. He noted the
contacts of TRNC President Ersin Tatar in
Azerbaijan and his participation in the informal
OTG summit in Shusha, saying: "I invited the
Tatar on purpose. The TRNC is an observer in
the OTG, but for the first time took part in the
summit under its own flag. We have fulfilled our
brotherly duty. Tatar's participation in the
summit is an important step towards the
recognition of the TRNC. We will always support
our Cypriot brothers."

Discussing the future of the Organization of
Turkic States (OTG), Aliyev said: "I am sure that
OTG has a great future ahead of it. Together we
must turn OTG into a global center of power.
Together we will achieve this."

"Now we are surprised when accurate news
about Azerbaijan appears”

Pointing to the spread of disinformation in the
world, Aliyev noted that Azerbaijan has been
subjected to disinformation for many years.
Aliyev said: "Now we are surprised when accurate
news about Azerbaijan appears. Although we
were subjected to ethnic cleansing and
occupation, we were portrayed as aggressors."

To the question "Who would you like to see win
the U.S. elections?" Aliyev replied: "The decision
will be made by the people of the United States,
but it is also of great importance for the world.
Because the decisions of the US president affect
the fate of some countries. One of the ideas
Trump voiced in his election campaign was that
there should be no wars. This discourse deserves
respect.”

Referring to his country's relations with Russia,
Aliyev said: "There are no unsolvable issues in
our relations with Russia. We cooperate on the
basis of mutual respect, understanding and
consideration of interests. We often hold high-
level meetings. We will meet again before the end
of the year. We have a very extensive agenda.
Multilateral cooperation is currently in the
foreground. We have practically resolved all
issues in our bilateral relations. In multilateral
cooperation, the North-South Transport Corridor
is at the forefront. Due to the new geopolitical
situation, this corridor has become more
important for Russian suppliers."

Stressing the biased attitude of some European
countries towards Azerbaijan, Aliyev said: "We
used to be surprised by the attitude of the West
towards us, but now we don't care. We also had
attempts at an "orange revolution." The purpose
of this was to turn Azerbaijan into a satellite state.
We prevented it. We have chosen an independent
foreign policy, a self-sufficient economy and
productive cooperation. We are not concerned
about statements about us in the European
Parliament or the Council of Europe”

Recalling the victory in the Second Karabakh
War, Aliyev said: "We will not forget the
occupation, the sacrifices we made, and the
victory, but we will not dwell on these issues."
Noting the drastic changes in the foreign policy
of Georgia and Armenia, Aliyev continued:
"Everyone says, 'We want a peaceful South
Caucasus.' These are good words when they are
said over a toast. But this is not the case in real
geopolitics. While a new foreign policy is being
formed in Armenia and Georgia, we must
analyze this in depth. Our policy has not changed
and will not change. Now there is an opportunity
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to live together and peacefully in the South
Caucasus, but we need to wait to see what
changes in foreign policy in Georgia and
Armenia will lead to”

Aliyev stated that hundreds of thousands of
Azerbaijanis living in Armenia were expelled in
the last years of the Soviet Union, and said: "We
are waiting for explanations from the government
of Yerevan on how the Azerbaijanis expelled
from Armenia will be able to return to their
historical lands. I believe that one day
Azerbaijanis will return to Armenia. We will go
there not by tanks, but by cars."

An agreement has been reached on about 90%
of the text of the peace agreement

Referring to the peace talks with Armenia, Aliyev
noted: "Negotiations are ongoing. An agreement
has been reached on about 90% of the text of the
peace agreement. Armenia and Azerbaijan
should jointly apply to the OSCE with a request
to dissolve the Minsk Group. The Minsk Group is
no longer functioning. The co-chairs of the
United States and Russia are in conflict. France
will not be able to participate in this region
without our consent. The Minsk Group no longer
makes sense. On the other hand, Armenia must
change its constitution. This is not interference in
their internal affairs. The Constitution of
Armenia refers to the declaration of
Independence. There is a clause in the
declarations of independence on the annexation
of Karabakh to Armenia. Armenia must change
its constitution so that in the future they will not
change their mind and force us to take measures
similar to those we took in September 2020."

"We are deeply disappointed with the current
US administration”

When asked about Azerbaijan's relations with the
current US administration, Aliyev replied: "We
are deeply disappointed with the current US
administration. Financing Armenia militarily is
completely unacceptable for us. Those who do
not take into account the interests of Azerbaijan
in the South Caucasus will fail."

"We have always supported the independence
of Palestine”

Referring to the conflict between Israel and
Palestine, Aliyev said: "This conflict must end as
soon as possible. We have supported Palestine
economically and politically for many years. We
have always supported the independence of
Palestine. We support the two-State solution. A
Palestinian State should be established with East
Jerusalem as its capital. If we are invited, we are
ready to help in mediation. However, the Arab
League should be more active."

"Azerbaijan does not sell Russian gas”
Referring to the allegations that Azerbaijan sells
Russian natural gas, Aliyev said: "We do not sell
Russian gas. This is a complete lie. Yes, we have
signed a contract for 1 billion cubic meters of gas.
At that time, the price of Russian gas was more
favorable. It was a purely commercial contract.
We export 25 billion cubic meters of gas per year.
The presentation of Azerbaijan as an exporter of
Russian gas is completely false news."

The three-day forum is attended by more than
150 participants from 50 countries.

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An oil refinery is being created in the

Batken region of Kyrgyzstan within

The Ministry of Energy of Kyrgyzstan reported that an oil

refinery with a processing capacity of 500 tons of crude oil

per day, built in the Batken region of the country within the

framework of the Kyrgyz-Turkish partnership, will be put

into operation at the end of September.

ccording to the ministry, Minister
Taalaibek Ibrayev inspected the
construction of an oil refinery in

the village of Kok-Talaa in Kadamchay
district of Batken region and received
information from the authorities.

The refinery of the Kyrgyz Oil State Natural
Gas Corporation (Kyrgyztransneftegaz) and
the Kyrgyz-Turkish oil and gas company K-
Petrol with a capacity of 500 tons of crude
oil per day is scheduled to be commissioned
at the end of September, company

representatives said.

Officials shared information that 41 Kyrgyz
and 10 Turkish specialists are currently
working, the total cost of investments is $ 91
million, 90 percent of construction has been
completed, repair and preparatory work is
underway in 4 oil wells, and the necessary
permits have been issued.

The Kyrgyz-Turkish gas company K-Petrol
was established on March 23, 2023 for the
joint operation of the Tunduk Sokh and
Chongara Galcha oil fields.

CHAPTER 2:

3. The potential of zero energy consumption
networks in Turkey

Turkey's energy potential and renewable energy
sources

Due to its geographical location and climatic
conditions, Turkey is a country with significant
potential for various renewable energy sources.
This potential provides a great advantage in
terms of ensuring the applicability and
sustainability of zero-energy networks in Turkey.

1. Solar energy potential: Turkey has a great
advantage in terms of solar energy, with an
average of 2,737 solar hours per year and an
average annual solar energy potential of 1,527
kWh/m2. Especially the southern and inland
regions of Turkey offer ideal conditions for solar
energy production. The deployment of solar
panels can become a key component of zero-
energy networks. On-site solar power generation
reduces energy transportation losses, increasing
efficiency and minimizing dependence on fossil
fuels.

2. Wind energy potential: The total wind
energy potential of Turkey is about 48,000 MW,
and this potential can be exploited due to high
wind speeds, especially in the Aegean, Marmara
Sea and Central Anatolia regions. Turkey can
strengthen its integration into zero-energy
networks by rapidly increasing its wind energy
capacity. Wind turbines can play an important
role, especially in large-scale zero-energy
projects and in energy production in smart
cities.

3. Hydropower potential: Turkey is a country
rich in water resources and has significant
potential in the production of hydropower. The
total hydropower potential of the country is
estimated at about 216 TWh/year. Hydroelectric
power plants can function as a sustainable
energy source in zero-energy networks,
contributing to the security of Turkey's energy
supply. Small hydroelectric power plants can be
integrated into networks with zero energy
consumption, especially in terms of local
production and energy consumption.

4. Biomass and the potential of geothermal
energy: Biomass is an important renewable
energy source that can be obtained from
agricultural and forest products in Turkey.
Biomass-powered power plants can support
energy production, especially in rural areas and
areas with high levels of agricultural production.
In addition, Turkey is one of the countries with
high potential for geothermal energy in the
world. The capacity of geothermal energy in
Turkey is about 4,500 MW, and this energy
source can be connected to networks with zero
energy consumption.

5. Energy storage and smart grids: The lack of
continuity of renewable energy sources increases
the importance of energy storage technologies
and smart grids. In order for Turkey to fully
exploit its renewable energy potential, the
integration of energy storage solutions and
smart grid systems is crucial. By balancing
energy production and consumption, these
technologies increase energy efficiency and
ensure the sustainability of zero-energy
networks.

Applicability of zero energy consumption
networks in Turkey and the current situation
The applicability of zero-energy networks in
Turkey is becoming increasingly important in
line with current renewable energy and energy
efficiency policies. Turkey has adopted an
approach that encourages renewable energy
sources in its energy policy, but more
comprehensive strategies and infrastructure
investments are needed to fully implement zero-
energy networks.

Current policies and incentives: Turkey has
introduced various incentive mechanisms and
legal regulations to increase the use of renewable
energy sources. Programs such as the Renewable
Energy Support Mechanism (YEKDEM)
encourage the use of renewable energy sources
such as wind, solar, biomass and hydropower.
However, these incentives need to be further
expanded, as well as the implementation of
special incentives for zero-energy networks.

Local implementation and pilot projects: There
are several pilot projects and applications for
zero-energy networks in Turkey. For example,
the Alachaty wind farm, established in Cesme, is
one of the projects contributing to local energy
production. In addition, some university
campuses and local governments have launched
pilot projects on zero-energy buildings and
intelligent energy management systems. Such
projects are important steps demonstrating the
possibility of creating zero-energy networks, but
this practice needs to be extended to the whole
country.

Infrastructure and technology requirements: In
order for zero-energy networks to be
implemented throughout Turkey; it is necessary
to modernize the energy infrastructure and
integrate smart grid technologies. Although
Turkey has taken some steps towards smart city
projects, infrastructure investments need to be
increased so that these projects are fully
integrated with zero-energy networks. In
addition, the development of energy storage
technologies and the integration of renewable
energy sources are crucial to ensure the
sustainability of zero-energy networks.

Energy efficiency research: Energy efficiency is
one of the key components of zero-energy
networks. Turkey is working to improve energy
efficiency in various fields such as industry,
transport, construction and the public sector.
Strengthening energy efficiency strategies will
increase the efficiency of zero-energy networks.
In order for Turkey to fully exploit its energy
efficiency potential, it is important to introduce
legislation and incentives that will increase
energy efficiency in buildings.

Problems and solutions: There are also some
problems related to the applicability of zero-
energy networks in Turkey. These include the
inadequacy of the technological infrastructure,
the fact that energy storage solutions have not
yet become widespread, as well as difficulties in
financing investments in renewable energy
sources. To overcome these problems, public-
private partnerships should be encouraged,
financing models for renewable energy projects
should be developed, and local authorities
should take a more active role in this issue.
