Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu at

the 79th session of the UN General
Assembly, President of the Republic of Turkey
Recep Tayyip Erdogan said: "The presence of a
criminal who committed genocide in Palestine
under the auspices of the UN is indeed a
disgrace.” Erdogan made this statement during a
visit to the United States, answering questions
from journalists in Turkevi.

Contacts with the UN

President Erdogan noted that discussions within
the framework of the UN General Assembly are
held under the theme "leaving no one behind."
Addressing the UN General Assembly, he stressed
the need for steps to be taken to ensure a secure
and prosperous future for humanity. Erdogan
continued:

"I shared our opinion on key issues that are
important for ensuring global peace and security.
I have once again clearly expressed the view that
the existing international system and institutions
are not fulfilling their basic responsibilities with
regard to Gaza. I noted that it is possible to live in
a world that is much more just and that listens to
the voice of the oppressed. During our stay in
New York, we also held many bilateral meetings.
In this regard, we met with the Presidents of Iran,
Serbia and Ukraine, with the Chairman of the
Sovereign Council of Sudan, with the Crown
Prince of Kuwait, as well as with the Prime
Ministers of Albania, Pakistan, Iraq, Lebanon,
Germany, the Netherlands, Greece and Armenia,
and the UN Secretary General.

" spread the fire in Gaza to the entire region”
Erdogan stressed that during the meetings they
discussed in detail the issues of bilateral
cooperation and crises in the region, focusing on
the deteriorating humanitarian situation in Gaza.
He noted that on the eve of the winter season,
they should definitely increase assistance to
Palestine and cooperate on this issue, as well as
increase pressure on Israel.

"You can see for yourself that Israel is trying in
every possible way to spread the fire in Gaza to
the entire region, as I have been warning for
several months. The attacks on Lebanon were the
latest example of this. More than 600 Lebanese
have been killed in the past week. As long as the
world is silent and Western countries continue to
support the Israeli Government with weapons,
these massacres, unfortunately, will continue. We
have drawn attention to this danger during our
meetings. We tried to evaluate the 79th UN
General Assembly as part of a very intensive and
productive diplomatic activity. I hope that our
meetings and contacts will benefit not only our
country and people, but also the whole of
humanity."

Netanyahu's participation in the UN General
Assembly

President Erdogan, answering the question: "How
do you assess the lack of concrete steps at the
leadership level to prevent Israel's participation in
the UN, given that there is very little time left
before the anniversary of October 72 Netanyahu

International Court of Justice. How would you
comment on this controversial situation?" he said:
"The presence of a criminal who committed
genocide in Palestine under the auspices of the
United Nations is indeed a disgrace. This is a
betrayal of the memory of brutally murdered
children, mothers, fathers, UN staff, journalists
and many others. Yesterday, after our speech at
the UN General Assembly, you may have noticed
the strange actions of the Israeli delegation. They
didn't have a single argument to defend
themselves. Their position confirms this.
Therefore, we called on everyone to stand on the
right side of history and continue to do so. A
system that cannot distinguish the oppressed
from the oppressor and cannot treat everyone
properly is beginning to rot. The UN General
Assembly must either behave accordingly towards
this murderer, or this shameful situation will
remain a black spot in the history of the UN.
Unfortunately, that's exactly what's going to
happen. Israel is a state that does not respect the
decisions of the United Nations and repeatedly
violates the principles of this organization. I
believe that it is important to give a necessary
lesson to such a state through written and visual
materials.”

The UN structure

President Erdogan, answering the question that
he stressed the need to reform and change the
structure of the UN, said: "Over the past 20 years,
the UN has once again shown that it cannot
establish justice and peace in the world. How do
you assess this situation?" Erdogan noted: "The
UN is in such a position that it cannot carry out a
mission to prevent wars, cannot force anyone to
obey, cannot protect its employees who are being
killed by Israel, and cannot ask for a bill from it."
Erdogan noted that he was very surprised when
UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres
informed him of the number of victims, as a
significant number of UN staft are currently
victims of Israeli massacres.

Israeli attack on Lebanon

Erdogan said: "Israel started attacking Lebanon
after Gaza. Do you see this as evidence that Israel
is trying to spread the war to the region? There is
also the approach of Iran, which claims that it has
the right to respond to Israel. Given this, what
will Turkey's position be in the event of a possible
regional war, what actions will it take or not
take?" He replied that a very serious injury had
occurred, and, unfortunately, the people of
Lebanon were experiencing this suffering.

"Turkey is a reliable ally in NATO”

President Erdogan, responding to a question
about how he assesses the statement of outgoing
NATO Secretary General Jens Stoltenberg, who in
his farewell speech said that "without Turkey, the
security of the European continent is
unpredictable and impossible," said: "Throughout
his term of office, Stoltenberg maintained ideal
relations with Turkey and never built a negative
line in his relationship with her."

Erdogan added: “Let's see how this cooperation
with the new Secretary General Mark Rutte will
continue. During his premiership, we had good
friendly relations. I hope that we can continue
this unity in his new role. I stress that
international organizations and alliances that
move away from their core values and do not
support them will degrade. If they cannot fix this
basic defect, they will lose the ability to perform
their main tasks."

He also noted: "If NATO is faced with the threat
of turning the principle of "All for one, one for

all" into "All for some, some for all", this will lead
to degradation. Therefore, it is necessary to take
measures and implement them immediately.
Especially when it comes to such an important
topic as security, there should be no deviation
from the principles. Turkey is a reliable NATO
ally that understands and fulfills its obligations
and responsibilities. I believe that Europe
understands how valuable Turkey is to NATO, but
sometimes it is ignored."

The US Presidential election

Answering a question about the upcoming US
presidential elections in November, Erdogan said:
"As you know, there are problems in relations
between Turkey and the United States. In
particular, support for terrorist organizations
continues. Presidents change here, but
unacceptable actions within the framework of the
alliance do not change. What are your
expectations based on the election results? Can
the new administration, whether it's Donald
Trump or Kamala Harris, create any changes? For
example, will there be a return to the F-35
program?" Erdogan replied: "I hope that the new
president will not be worse than the previous one.
Because we didn't solve the F-35 issue only during
the Trump period, it continued later. All of them
have brought us disappointment. Both
Republicans and Democrats did this. Now we will
see if this continues in the new cycle. We have 1
billion 450 million dollars, which is not a small
amount. We will continue to take steps to return
this money.

"Peace between Armenia and Azerbaijan will
open up new opportunities”

President Erdogan, recalling the meeting with
Armenian Prime Minister Nikol Pashinyan in
Turkevi, said: "Pashinyan in his messages has so
far expressed a desire to develop relations with
both Turkey and Azerbaijan. Would it be possible
to make decisions that would advance Turkey's
relations with Armenia and Azerbaijan, given the
Zangezur corridor?” To this, Erdogan replied:
"Judging by Mr. Pashinyan's approach, there is no
negative atmosphere. They want us as Turkey to
reach a peace agreement between Armenia and
Azerbaijan as soon as possible and live as peaceful
neighbors. We also strive for this and make efforts
to do so.

I hope that we will gradually resolve these issues
between Azerbaijan and Armenia and will be able
to overcome these difficulties in order to continue
the path. Both sides are actually in favor of peace.
Currently, Azerbaijan is waiting and striving for
this. We have also seen this in Armenia. We
believe that the atmosphere of peace and
tranquility created will be the best for everyone.
Peace between Armenia and Azerbaijan will open
up new opportunities and benefits for both
countries. The process of normalization of
relations between Turkey and Armenia will also
be positively affected by this peace process."
President Erdogan added: "We cannot sever ties
with the world of the Turkic and Islamic
community just because we are a NATO country.
BRICS and ASEAN are structures that open up
opportunities for the development of our
economic ties. Participation in these structures
does not mean abandoning NATO."

Answering the question of whether Turkey will
become a member of BRICS and ASEAN,
Erdogan said: "First of all, our presence in BRICS
and ASEAN, I believe, will change the arithmetic
of the regions. This will facilitate the construction
of a completely different structure. We cannot
ignore our ties with Central Asia, Russia, the
Baltic region or the Far East, as well as with

continental Europe and America. We also have a
deep history with the Arab world and the
countries of the Persian Gulf, as well as close
relations with Africa."

"We cannot prepare Turkey for the future
without a new constitution”

When asked by a journalist that you have
repeatedly stressed the need for a new
constitution and that the first four articles are a
red line of the Union for Justice, but the
opposition is resisting, refusing to participate in
the process, Erdogan replied:

"The opposition, first of all, has no seriousness
about these first four articles. They're just talking
about it. But at this moment they have no idea
what the authorities are thinking or saying. We, as
the Union for Justice, are in our position, we are
confident in this and will continue to move
forward with the same determination. We cannot
prepare Turkey for the future without a new, civil,
inclusive, freedom-loving constitution that meets
the requirements of the time. We shouldn't be
afraid of that. Look, the world is changing fast. It
is impossible to comply with these changes with
the help of an outdated constitution written by
the coups, with a limited view, which has become
a "patch".

We need to move forward with a new; vital
constitution. We should focus not on the first four
articles, but on the question "Which constitution
should we strive for?" We have no problems with
the first four articles of the Constitution. At the
same time, we have a problem with the thinking
of the coups, which slips between the lines of the
Constitution. We need a progressive constitution
that will build a future for the youth of our
country and prepare them to compete with the
world. We'll do it. The Union for Justice, in
particular, the Nationalist Movement Party, has
already prepared its materials. We have also
prepared our own. We will continue our journey
by integrating these preparations. I believe that we
will create a strong constitution."

"The Inner Front is the values that make us
ourselves”

At a "Special concert on the occasion of Victory
Day on August 30," Erdogan noted: "Looking at
the events that we are experiencing today, we can
clearly realize how important the internal front is
for the nation. Plans to enslave our people,
distract us from our goals and prolong internal
problems are always aimed at destroying our
internal front."

He continued: "The inner front is our values that
make us who we are. We should experience the
same joys, sorrows, feel the same poems, be
proud of the same march together. Our internal
goals are our red elmam. I talked about this a lot
in my speech on August 30th. Those who are
trying to distract us from these goals, make us
lose heart and drag us into the abyss of
pessimism, are aimed at this internal front. We
will not allow this internal front to be destroyed.
We are very confident about this. We have to say
it again. Are there any difficulties? We will
overcome them. Is there a problem? We will solve
them. Any worries? We will deal with them
together. If we fall, we will rise again, supporting
each other. Our colors and shapes may vary, but
together we will create the most unique motif.
This is exactly the spirit that those who are trying
to destroy our internal front are aiming at. They
want to break this spirit into pieces. They want us
to no longer support each other, so that we die in
different corners, isolated from each other. We
won't give them that chance. We will continue our
journey with determination.

oreign Minister Hakan Fidan

said, "The unacceptable situation

in the Gaza Strip should be a
wake-up call for the international
community. We will not condemn our
Palestinian brothers to starvation and
slaughter, and we will not remain silent."
Fidan participated in the 2nd meeting of
the G20 Foreign Ministers, held at the
UN headquarters under the
chairmanship of Brazil within the
framework of the 79th United Nations
General Assembly (UN).

In his speech, Fidan emphasized that in a
period of ongoing transformation, deep
geopolitical divisions, and growing
inequality in development, reforming
and revitalizing international institutions
remain crucial.

He noted that they took a significant step
in organizing the "Summit of the Future"
against the backdrop of bloody conflicts
and blatant violations of international
humanitarian law. Fidan said: "The Pact
for the Future will guide us in our efforts
to reform global institutions."

Fidan also said that by approving the
“Call to Action on Global Governance
Reform" today, as ministers of the G20
countries, they once again underscored
their commitment to these efforts. He
added:

“The unacceptable situation in the Gaza
Strip should be a wake-up call to the
international community. We will not
condemn our Palestinian brothers to
starvation and slaughter, and we will not
remain silent. Now we are faced with the
spread of the conflict to Lebanon, and we
do not know if it will spread further.
Therefore, we cannot remain silent. We
are at risk of widespread conflict."
Minister Fidan stated that Israel's
continued destruction of Palestinians in
the Gaza Strip, the West Bank, and East
Jerusalem would have broader
implications for regional stability and
international order, leading to the
erosion of the international system day
by day.

Fidan said: "A full-fledged, functioning
Palestinian state is the only way to
achieve peace in the Middle East. We
must intensify our efforts to solve the
two-state problem."

Stressing that the UN General Assembly
is the most appropriate place to discuss
global governance reform, Fidan said:
"The United Nations is the institution
where attempts to change multilateralism

fully functional without addressing the
issue of Security Council reform."

Fidan called for Security Council reform,
saying: "We call for the creation of a
Security Council that is more
democratic, accountable, highly
representative, transparent, and effective.
We call for the creation of a Security
Council where the veto of a single
country will not determine the fate of
other nations. We hope this will pave the
way for constructive reforms.”

Stressing that these important reforms
should not be limited to the United
Nations alone, Fidan also pointed out
that the international financial
architecture and the multilateral trading
system should be reformed.

Minister Fidan emphasized that this
would accelerate the achievement of the
Sustainable Development Goals.

Stating that they need better-resourced
and more effective international
development banks to address global
challenges, Fidan said, "We hope that the
Summit of the Future and the inclusive
meeting we held today will pave the way
for these constructive reforms. Turkey
will continue its contribution in this
direction."

Turkey and the G20

Foreign Minister Fidan also participated
in the first meeting of the G20 Foreign
Ministers, held in Rio de Janeiro on
February 21-22 under Brazil's presidency.
During its successful presidency of the
G20 in 2015, Turkey also brought global
political issues onto the G20 agenda,
based on the notion that the global
economy cannot be addressed
independently of political matters.
During Turkey's presidency, for the first
time in G20 history, the fight against
terrorism and the refugee crisis were
included as political issues on the official
agenda of the G20 leaders' summit.

After the collapse of the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR), a
referendum was held in Turkmenistan
on October 26, 1991, in which 94
percent of the population voted for
independence.

In accordance with these results, the
Law "On the Foundations of
Independence and the State Structure
of Turkmenistan" was adopted on
October 27, 1991, and this date was
determined as the Independence Day
of Turkmenistan.

Later, on October 9, 2017, the

country has chosen the path of

permanent neutrality in foreign policy
is related to its geopolitical position. Its
role as a bridge between East and West
in the fields of trade, transport and
logistics, as well as the country's vast
natural resources, have initiated
initiatives to obtain the status of
neutrality in foreign policy.
Turkmenistan was declared a
permanently neutral country at the
United Nations General Assembly
(UN) on December 12, 1995 with the
support of 185 countries.

A country rich in natural gas
Turkmenistan ranks fourth in the
world in terms of natural gas reserves.
Turkmenistan, the largest supplier of
natural gas to China, also sells natural

gas to Russia.

The President of the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus
(TRNC), Ersin Tatar, stated,
"We are witnessing how
Turkey's role and influence
are growing. With the
changing global balance,
Turkey is now a significant

actor, a force whose voice is
both heard and heeded””

atar made this statement during

his visit to New York (USA) as

part of the 79th session of the
United Nations General Assembly
(UNGA). He noted that he had discussed
issues concerning the TRNC with
representatives from Turkish states and
various other countries during the UN
General Assembly meetings. These
meetings were held at the TRNC
Representative Office located in the
Turkish House in New York.
Recalling that President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan had called for the recognition of
the TRNC for the third time during the
UNGA, Tatar emphasized that this plea
left a considerable impression on the
Assembly. "President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan ensured that the voice of the
Turkish Cypriots was heard decisively,"
Tatar said. "He conveyed this message so
powerfully that the entire world took
notice.” Tatar added that world leaders,
diplomats, and researchers alike paid
attention to this message during the
UNGA.
Ersin Tatar also mentioned that Erdogan's
comments regarding the Gaza Strip were
well-received by the international
community. He reminded that, during the
ceremony commemorating the 50th
anniversary of the Cyprus Peace
Operation in Nicosia, the capital of
TRNC, Erdogan referred to the TRNC as
“the apple of Turkey's eye." Tatar said, "In
light of the tense strategic and geopolitical
developments in the Eastern
Mediterranean, President Erdogan
highlighted Turkey's legal rights both in
the north and west of the Eastern
Mediterranean and the rights of the
Turkish Cypriots across Cyprus."
Tatar stressed that Turkish Cypriots are
not alone, as Turkey has a duty to protect
both its own rights and the rights of
Turkish Cypriots. He noted that the world
is now aware that the Cyprus issue is over
and that the TRNC must be recognized.
Erdogan's statement at the UNGA, "The
federation model has completely lost its
validity. There are two separate states and
two distinct peoples on the island. The
sovereign equality and equal international
status of the Turkish Cypriots, which are
their inherent rights, must be re-
registered, and isolation must end. Today,
I once again call on the international
community to recognize the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus and
establish diplomatic, political, and
economic relations,” was particularly
important, according to Tatar.

Diplomatic Contacts in New York

Tatar also mentioned that he met with
President Erdogan in New York and
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delivered speeches at the invitation of civil
society organizations, with Turkish
government ministers and various
businessmen present. He explained that at
these meetings, he discussed the current
stage of the TRNC's national cause and
that the 100th anniversary of the Turkish
Republic brought these issues to a new
level.

Focusing on energy and security issues in
the Eastern Mediterranean, Tatar
remarked that the conflicts in Gaza, as
well as Turkey's relations with Libya and
Egypt, have changed the dynamics in the
region. He emphasized that the TRNC, as
an independent Turkish state, plays a
crucial role in these shifting equations.

TRNC's Observer Membership in the
Organization of Turkic States

Tatar highlighted that the TRNC is an
observer member of the Organization of
Turkic States (OTS). "Today, the Turkish
Republic of Northern Cyprus maintains its
position there as the gateway of the entire
Turkic world to the Mediterranean Sea.
This guarantees peace, tranquility, and
security in the region," he said.

He added that Turkey's growing role and
influence are also impacting the TRNC.
"We see Turkey’s momentum under
Erdogan’s leadership, and this naturally
reflects on the TRNC as well."

Negotiations Between Turkey and
Greece

Regarding the talks between Turkey and
Greece, Tatar described them as "positive
developments." He remarked, "These
negotiations are vital for sending the right
messages to the right places. We hope that
the Greek side will come to understand
the correct position of the Turkish Cypriot
people.”

Tatar stressed that all parties deserve to
have their rights respected and expressed a
desire to build a future where everyone
can live in peace and harmony. He also
underlined that Turkey, with the longest
coastline in the Eastern Mediterranean,
has a rightful say in the region.

The Role of the UK and the USA in
Southern Cyprus

Tatar addressed the increasing defense
cooperation between the United States
and the Greek Cypriot Administration of
Southern Cyprus, pointing out that there
are two sovereign British bases in

Southern Cyprus that the UK can use at
its discretion. He further explained that
the United States also operates fleets and
utilizes ports in the area.

Tatar noted that these agreements have
made Southern Cyprus more attractive as
a military base, with various parties stating
that it would become a target if used as
such. In contrast, Tatar emphasized that
the TRNC has not been a target and is not
used as a base in the same way. He said,
"For me, it is essential that Turkey, the
guarantor state of Cyprus and the largest,
most powerful country in the region, is
respected.”

Resolution of the Cyprus Issue

Tatar reiterated that in order to resolve the
Cyprus issue, the fact that there have been
two separate states on the island for 61
years must be recognized. "If these two
states recognize each other, the Cyprus
issue will be radically resolved. Turkey is
also ready to assist in this process," he
said.

Tatar emphasized that a fair, lasting, and
sustainable solution based on mutual
understanding would benefit everyone. He
noted that peace and tranquility have
prevailed in Cyprus since the peace
operation, and a solution could ensure
continued stability.

"If there is an occupier in Cyprus, it is
Greece,"

Rejecting accusations that Turkey is being
called an "occupier” in Cyprus, Tatar said:
"If there is an occupier in Cyprus, it is
Greece."

Recalling that there were three
constitutional violations in Cyprus in
1964, 1974, and 2004, Tatar stated:
"Therefore, the Republic of Cyprus, which
violates the Constitution and represents
the whole of Cyprus as if it were a Greek
state, is exploiting the established state
from 1960." "It was the Greek Cypriots,
with the support of Greece, who occupied
it with understanding."

Stating that they assessed the Cyprus issue
in its entirety at the Turkish House
together with President Recep Tayyip
Erdogan, Foreign Minister Hakan Fidan,
and other relevant ministers and
bureaucrats in New York, where they
attended the 79th United Nations General
Assembly, Tatar said that these discussions
were very valuable and that it was nice to

work together, reacting to developments.
Tatar noted that the similar attitude of
Turkey and the TRNC leaves a stronger
impression when viewed from the outside.
Stating that there is an effort to create the
impression that Turkish Cypriots do not
act as a whole, Tatar stressed that Turkish
Cypriots should not be used as a tool by
those trying to fragment, divide, and harm
their cause.

Tatar mentioned that his meetings in New
York would continue and that he would
meet with UN Secretary General Antonio
Guterres on September 28, adding that
Guterres understands and knows the
Cyprus issue very well and looks at it fairly
and impartially.

Assistance to Gaza could also be
provided from the port of Famagusta.
Tatar answered a question about the
functionality of the assistance activities
with ships from Greek Cypriot ports to
the Gaza Strip, stating that they are trying
to create the impression that the entire
island of Cyprus belongs to the Greek
Cypriot administration of Southern
Cyprus. Noting that if the main objective
is assistance and evacuation to Gaza, this
can also be done from the port of
Famagusta, Tatar said that Turkey can
support this process, allowing the TRNC
to lend a helping hand to Gaza.

Tatar emphasized that Turkey is very
sensitive and brave at this stage and that it
is doing everything possible, adding that
the TRNC also wants to participate in
these assistance activities, which are
currently all being conducted through the
Greek Cypriot administration of Southern
Cyprus.

"The continuation of peace will benefit
both Turkish Cypriots and Greek
Cypriots."

Stressing that in order to reach an
agreement with the Greek Cypriot
administration of Southern Cyprus,
Turkey and the Turkish armed forces must
continue to exist as a deterrent, Tatar
stated: "This existence, the continuation of
peace, will benefit both Turkish Cypriots
and Greek Cypriots. When a conflict
arises, everyone loses. Since we have found
a solution to this issue and no one has had
a nosebleed for 50 years, the Republic of
Turkey will definitely be a party to any
agreement, its guarantor will continue,
and the military will remain there so that
peace, tranquility, and trust continue.”
Tatar stressed that the events in the Gaza
Strip once again highlighted how
important the guarantees of the Turkish
homeland, the presence of Turkish
soldiers, and two-statehood are. He stated
that the Israeli-Palestinian issue also
concerns two states and a two-state
solution.

Stating that they do not want another
agreement that could put the TRNC in a
worse situation than before 1974, Tatar
noted that a new agreement can only be
reached if it results in a better situation.

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It has been 4 years since Azerbaijan launched an operation to
liberate Karabakh and the surrounding provinces from the
Armenian occupation.

On this day, 4 years ago,
Azerbaijan launched a
counteroffensive, which
President Ilham Aliyev
called the "Iron Fist",
after the Armenian army
opened fire on
Azerbaijani civilians in
the settlement. In this
operation, which after a
while turned into a
"patriotic war", the
Azerbaijani army
liberated its lands in 44
days and put an end to
the 30-year conflict of
the people.

zerbaijan's attempt to regain

its lands came after many

years of negotiations that did
not bring results, endless persecution
of Armenian forces, increased attacks
and provocative statements by the
Yerevan administration.
The 28-year-old activity of the OSCE
Minsk Group, co-chaired by Russia, the
United States and France, which
carried out the negotiation process, has
not yielded any results.
Although Azerbaijani President Aliyev
has stated on all platforms that he is in
favor of a peaceful solution to the
problem, he has always stated that if
the result cannot be achieved, they
have the right to return the land
through war. When the negotiations
failed, Azerbaijan resorted to exercising
its rights under international law.
Azerbaijani lands have been occupied
for about 30 years. Armenia made
territorial claims to Azerbaijan during
the collapse of the Soviet Union, and in
the early 1990s attacked and occupied
Karabakh and seven provinces around
it. As a result of the occupation, about
1 million Azerbaijanis were forced to
leave their lands.
The resolutions of the UN Security
Council (UN) demanding the
"immediate and unconditional
withdrawal" of Armenia from the
occupied territories have not been
implemented.

The provocative statements of the

Yerevan administration provoked a
war

When Nikol Pashinyan, who came to
power in 2018, continued the position
of the previous administration on the
issue of occupation, negotiations
within the OSCE Minsk Group stalled.
Pashinyan's statement that "Karabakh
belongs to Armenia" and the statement
by then Armenian Defense Minister
David Tonoyan that "a new war for
new lands" met with a reaction in
Azerbaijan. These statements were
cited as one of the reasons why
Azerbaijan launched the operation.

In addition to provocative statements,
Armenia continued attacks on
Azerbaijan on the line of contact. On
July 12, 2020, the Armenian army
launched an attack to capture some
strategic positions near the Tovuz
district.

The Azerbaijani army repelled this
attack by the Armenian army. Major
General Polat Kheshimov died during
a fierce conflict that lasted several days
on the border line. The people of
Azerbaijan, who received the news of
the martyrdom of Major General
Geshimoyv, filled the squares and
protested against the attacks of
Armenia. Such a reaction of the people
became a signal for Azerbaijan to
liberate the occupied lands.

After these events, the Azerbaijani
army also intensified its exercises, and
joint exercises with the Turkish Armed
Forces (TAF) were held in August and
September 2020.

President Aliyev personally
announced the good news

The Armenian army carried out a
complex provocation along the front
line at about 06:00 on September 27,
2020 and opened fire on the positions
of the Azerbaijani army and civilian
settlements with large-scale weapons,
artillery and mortars. As a result of the

intense bombing of Armenia, civilian
and military casualties occurred, and
infrastructure was severely damaged in
some regions.

After that, by order of President Aliyev,
the Azerbaijani army launched a
counteroffensive along the entire front.
On the first day of the operation,
Azerbaijan liberated 6 villages and
several strategic heights from
occupation.

Similar news, which delighted the
Azerbaijani people, was repeated for 44
days. In the following days, President
Aliyev reported good news about the
liberated regions every day, either
personally on social networks or
addressing the public.

The second Karabakh War, which the
Azerbaijanis call the "Homeland War",
lasted 44 days and ended on November
10, 2020, when Armenia signed a
declaration recognizing its defeat.

In 44 days, the Azerbaijani army
liberated 5 cities, 4 villages and 286
villages from occupation, and in
accordance with the signed declaration,
the Armenian army had to leave the
Kelbajar, Lachin and Aghdam districts.

The memory of the martyrs is
celebrated annually on September 27.
The Azerbaijani army lost 2,908
martyrs in the Second Karabakh War.
Azerbaijani President Aliyev declared
September 27, when the operation
began, "Martyrs' Memorial Day."

3 years after the start of the war,
Azerbaijan's sovereignty in Karabakh
was fully achieved.

Armenia, which was defeated in the
2nd Karabakh War, withdrew part of
its armies from Azerbaijan, but left
some of them with a large number of
weapons and ammunition to the illegal
so-called Armenian regime that
continues to exist in Karabakh.
Although the Azerbaijani
administration has been demanding

for 3 years from Armenia to withdraw
its troops, and from the so-called
regime in Karabakh to abandon its
claims and dissolve itself, these
demands were ignored.

Although Armenia maintained its
military presence in Azerbaijan with
the illegal regime it had established in
Karabakh, it continued to supply
weapons, especially mines, to the
region.

On April 23, 2023, Azerbaijan
established a border checkpoint on the
border with Armenia, at the beginning
of the Lachin-Khankendi road, known
as the Lachin Corridor, to prevent
illegal border crossings. Thus, the
supply of weapons from Armenia to
the territory of Azerbaijan was
completely prevented, but Armenia's
military provocations both on the
border and in Karabakh continued.
On September 19, six Azerbaijani
citizens, including four policemen,
were killed as a result of a mine
explosion planted by illegal Armenian
formations. After this situation,
Azerbaijan launched an "anti-terrorist
operation"” to restore the constitutional
order in Karabakh.

As a result of the operation, which
lasted about 24 hours, illegal Armenian
armed groups were forced to lay down
their arms, and the so-called Armenian
administration, which established the
occupation regime in Karabakh,
collapsed.

Khankendi and the cities of Khojaly,
Khojavend and Agdere, which the
occupation regime once considered the
“capital”, came under the control of
Azerbaijan, and thus sovereignty and
constitutional order were fully
established throughout the country.
Azerbaijan has extended the hand of
peace

After the 2nd Karabakh war,
Azerbaijan offered Armenia to start
peace talks.

During the negotiations conducted by
the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of
both countries, an agreement was
reached on about 80 percent of the text
of the peace agreement.

The parties continue to negotiate on
issues on which consensus cannot be
reached.

Azerbaijan defends the point of view
that in order to advance the peace
process, it is necessary to put an end to
territorial claims against Azerbaijan in
the Armenian Constitution and other
laws and legislation.
